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A Conversation with Pastor Dr. John Morgan.. Sr. Pastor  Sagemont

supposed to be. We are supposed 
to let God decide which way a 
church goes by the people He leads 
to the church and so, obviously, 
Sagemont is thankful for the oppor-
tunity and privilege to support Less 
Than The Least. But, God’s anoint-
ing was upon you, Zeke, and then 
on others, Grandma Alma – of 
course, those sitting here in this 
room, in the church, the “Bar Hop-
pers”, those inside and outside  the 
prisons. The Holy Spirit is at the 
prison before you get there, also, 
there are some who are a part of 
this team who are there through 
bad choices.  The Holy Spirit has 
worked through them and prepared 
the soil for you to come in. They 
plow it up, then you come in and 
plant, then you go back, someone 
else waters, they pull the weeds up, 
you come back and water again, 
and eventually, there is a Chapel 
service and a harvest. Then the 
process begins again as you go 
right back into Ad. Seg.---going cell 
to cell, talking and planting another 
crop as you begin again. Those who 
were saved the first time around 
are there to help minister to those 
coming in. This is what the king-
dom of God is all about. One 
plants, another waters, but ulti-
mately, God gives the increase. 
This ministry, we know without 
question, it is of God because the 
Bible tells us about it. So, Less 
Than The Least is one of those 
classic examples of how God does 
stuff—---He saves us and then He 
equips us.

Pastor Morgan: “I was coming to 
church on October 21, 2007 on 
the Beltway 8 overpass when I 
had a vision of a huge cross right 
where it is today. It was a very 
emotional thing for me.  I talked 
to my staff, visionary team, the 
deacons, and then the church. 
Everyone was positive. Jesus 
said, “He must have the pre-
eminence in all things.”  Well, the 
one thing that is different from 
everything else, religious wise, in 
the world, is the cross. No other 
God from any other religion ever 
sent His son to die on the cross. 
No other God ever died for the 
sins of His people, but Jesus. Of 
course, Scripture says, “The proc-
lamation of the Cross to those 
that perish is foolishness, but to 
those who believe, it is the power 
of God unto salvation. Jesus said, 
“If I be lifted up I will draw all 
men unto me.”

It is early after-
noon and Pas-
tor Dr. John D. 
Morgan wel-
comes mem-
bers of the 
Less Than The 
Least Ministry, 
Zeke Young, 
Jim Parks, 
Estella Davis, 
photographer, Sharon Rigsby, and 
writer Patricia Dixon to his office.  “I 
thought there were only two of 
you.” Pastor Morgan stated as we 
scrambled for places to sit. Pastor 
Morgan is informed by the group’s 
leader Zeke Young, “We wanted to 
have you as special guest in our 
next “Tagged By God” magazine, 
that’s why we are here, Dr. Mor-
gan.” 
Beginning with an opening prayer, 
this meeting of the Less Than the 
Least Ministries “Tagged By God” 
staff with Pastor John D. Morgan of 
Sagemont Church begins.  
Zeke Young: “We really appreciate, 
so much, your helping us at Less 
Than The Least a long time ago to 
get us off the ground.
Pastor Morgan: “Less Than The 
Least Ministries is a great example 
of how God works in the hearts of 
people. Less Than The Least is not 
a result of Sagemont Church hav-
ing a meeting and saying, ‘let’s 
come up with a prison ministry’. 
The way it happened was God 
saved you, Zeke, and changed your 
life, and then He put a passion in 
your heart, a call upon you, and an 
anointing upon you to do what God 
wanted done. Too many churches 
want to start stuff and then hope 
someone will come along to lead it.

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On May 24, 1965, a thirteen-and-
a-half-foot boat slipped quietly out 
of the marina at Falmouth, Massa-
chusetts. Its destination? Eng-
land. It would be the smallest 
craft ever to make the voyage. Its 
name? Tinkerbelle. Its pilot? 
Robert Manry, a copy editor for 
the Cleveland Plain Dealer, who 
felt that ten years at the desk was 
enough boredom for a while. So 
he took a leave of absence to ful-
fill his secret dream.

Manry was afraid . . . not of the 
ocean but of all those people who 
would try to talk him out of the 
trip. So he didn't share it with 
many, just some relatives and his 
wife, Virginia, his greatest source 
of support.

The trip? Anything but pleasant. 
He spent harrowing nights of 

sleeplessness trying to cross ship-
ping lanes without getting run 
over and sunk. Weeks at sea 
caused his food to become taste-
less. Loneliness led to terrifying 
hallucinations. His rudder broke 
three times. Storms swept him 
overboard, and had it not been for 
the rope he had knotted around 
his waist, he would never have 
been able to pull himself back on 
board. Finally, after seventy-eight 
days alone at sea, he sailed into 
Falmouth, England.

During those nights at the tiller, 
he had fantasized about what he 
would do once he arrived. He ex-
pected simply to check into a ho-
tel, eat dinner alone, then the next 
morning see if, perhaps, the Asso-
ciated Press might be interested 
in his story. Was he in for a sur-
prise! Word of his approach had 

spread far and wide. To his 
amazement, three hundred ves-
sels, with horns blasting, escorted 
Tinkerbelle into port. And forty 
thousand people stood screaming 
and cheering him to shore.

Robert Manry, the copy editor-
turned-dreamer, became an over-
night hero. His story has been told 
around the world. We need more 
Roberts who have the creativity 
and the tenacity to break with 
boredom and try the unusual.
